  Occupational Therapy Assistants use 

occupation and purposeful activity with clients/
patients to help them reach their maximum level 
of independence. Specific tasks may include daily 
living skills training, adapting home environments, 
ADA architectural accessibility standards, enabling 
computer access for the disabled, cognitive 
retraining, improving development of motor skills,  
and activities that enhance quality of life. 

  The OTA program is the only civically engaged 
service learning program at SLCC, and most of the 
classes have service learning embedded within the 
curriculum.

  This program is accredited by the Accreditation 
Council for Occupational Therapy Education 
(ACOTE). Graduates are prepared to take 
the national exam by the National Board for 
Certification in Occupational Therapy, Inc. 
Individuals will then be certified occupational 
therapy assistants and eligible for state licensure.

That’s a 
lot of experience going into your education and 
hands-on training.

  The Welding program provides instruction 
and training in stick welding (SMAW), wire feed 
welding (GMAW), flux-cored welding (FCAW), tig 
welding (GTAW), submerged arc welding (SAW), 
gas welding (OAW), plasma cutting (PAC), oxy-
acetylene cutting (OAC), air carbon arc cutting 
(ACAC), plus manual and automatic cutting 
processes. Graduate welders are capable of welding 
ferrous and non-ferrous metals in all positions 
and can operate shears, rolls, drills, and brakes. 
Graduates are competent in layout, cutting and 
forming metals and determining which electrodes 
and filler metals should be used. Welders work 
from blueprints and written procedures and know 
welding symbols.
