Our collection consists of both men's and women's 
wear, including tees, knit tops, skirts, pants, 
outerwear, and accessories including hats, bags, 
belts, and bracelets.

Job Qualifications:  The ideal candidate will 
have sewing skills and will have a keen interest in 
fashion and pay great attention to detail and 
quality. The position can involve any and all 
aspects of working with the head designer in the 
studio to design and create the samples. Tasks 
would include sketching concepts, sourcing and 
pricing of fabrics and trims, cutting out patterns, 
simple garment construction, and sewing trim, and 
other details.
