Peer Writing Advisors conduct one-to-one conferences with student writers. These conferences are response-
oriented, and focus on learning about and through writing. To be a tutor you must have completed English 1010,
or equivalent with a B or better, and have two instructors' recommendation.

You must fill out an Application for Employment for Salt Lake Community College. This
can be found online at jobs.slcc.edu. Please print and sign a copy and submit it with
this packet.
You must fill out a Writing Advisor Application for The Student Writing Center (included in this
packet).
You must include a transcript from Salt Lake Community College (or other institutions of higher
learning), including your grade for English 1010. This does not need to be an official transcript.
A copy from My Page is sufficient.
You must submit two letters of recommendation (the form included in this packet) from
instructors. The envelope containing the letter of recommendation must be sealed with the
instructor’s signature over the seal. The letter can be delivered in three ways:
0 In Person: You can drop the letter off at the front desk of the Student Writing Center in

0 By U.S. Postal Service: Clint Gardner; ENG; Salt Lake Community College; P.O. Box
30808; 4600 South Redwood Road; Salt Lake City, Utah 84130-0808
0 By SLCC Interoffice Mail: In any of the SLCC drop off locations, you can send the
envelope attention Clint Gardner, mail stop ENG.
