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SPRING 2027 PRACTICAL NURSING COHORT SELECTIVE ADMISSIONS 
REQUIREMENTS  

The following courses and labs (or equivalent transfer credit, AP or CLEP) must be 
completed by the PN Program's application deadlines, no exceptions.  Each course and lab 
must be completed, with a C grade or better. Courses that have not been completed with a 
C grade or better will not be considered. Course deadlines can be found here.

MATH 1010 or 1040 or higher Intermediate Algebra or Intro to Statistics or higher 3 or 4 

BIOL 2320 & 2325* Human Anatomy & Anatomy Lab 4 

BIOL 2420 & 2425* Human Physiology & Lab 4 

*Applicants must have a 2.75 or higher overall science GPA for science pre-requisite courses. 

Additional consideration will be given to students who have these courses completed with the 
required grades at the time of program application. 

• PSY 1100 or FHS 1500 (C or better) 

• Pathophysiology - NRSG 1230 (C+ or better) 

• ENGL 1010 (C or better) 

IMPORTANT NOTES ABOUT TRANSFER CREDIT 

• Transcripts must be sent to the Transfer Evaluation Office by March 15 for fall 
sessions, August 1 for spring sessions and October 30 for summer sessions. Grades must be 
posted to the transcripts at the time they are sent to the TEO. 

• It is the applicant's responsibility to make sure their transfer credit has been fully transferred 
to SLCC prior to the deadlines. 

• Students should declare Health Sciences as their Area of Study and Limited Practical Nursing 
as the Program of Study when applying to SLCC. If the program of study does not match the 
information submitted on the transfer evaluation request, courses applicable to the program 
may not be transferred to SLCC.

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• CNA CERTIFICATION - Must have an active and unencumbered State of Utah certification. 

VERIFICATION OF HIGH SCHOOL GRADUATION OR EQUIVALENT (GED) 

Proof of high school graduation is required to apply. Documentation may include a transcript, 
diploma or a letter of explanation if you do not have supporting documentation. You will be 
required to upload this information as part of your application. 

ADMISSIONS TESTING 

A Situational Judgement Test (SJT) will be required as part of the application process. The 
SJT is an assessment in which students respond to 30 ethical based scenarios within a one-
hour time limit. Applicants must take the SJT during the open application session at any 
SLCC Testing Center before submitting their application. A non-refundable $30 testing fee 
will be due at the time of registration. Applications received without taking the SJT will not be 
considered, and you may not submit a second application for consideration. Applicants will 
not be notified of their final score after taking the SJT and may only take the test one time 
during the open application cycle. Any additional attempts to take the SJT will not be allowed 
and will disqualify an application for consideration. To learn more about the SJT and what to 
expect, check out the following podcast here.  

Please be sure to follow the instructions below carefully: 

SCHEDULE AN EXAM RESERVATION 

• Log in to MySLCC 
• Go to the ‘Testing Services’ tile card. 
• If ‘Testing Services’ tile card is not found on your home page: 

1. Find ‘Discover’ using the icon at the top left or ‘Discover More’ at the very 
bottom of your home page. 

2. Type ‘testing’ in the search box. 
3. Pin ‘Testing Services’ to MYSLCC home page. 

 
• Select the ‘Testing Services’ tile card. 
• Select the relevant Testing Center (Redwood, Jordan, South City, or Herriman) to 

proceed to schedule your reservation for the SJT. 
• Once in RegisterBlast: 

Navigate to the drop-down menus in RegisterBlast and select ‘Health Science Pre-
Admission’ and then the Nursing Spring 2027 test. Please make an appointment 
only for the Nursing Spring 2027 assessment as registering for the wrong exam will 
invalidate your results.  

• Once you have added the exam to your cart, ensure that you push the green 
‘Complete Registration’ button to finalize the appointment.

• After your appointment has been scheduled, you will be sent a confirmation link to 
your bruinmail with information on how to self-enroll in the Canvas course for this 
exam.  You will need to self-enroll before coming to take your SJT. 

PREFERRED BUT NOT REQUIRED 

• OTHER LICENSING/CERTIFICATIONS IN HEALTH CARE RELATED FIELDS - Applicants with 
an active and unencumbered license/certification in a health care related field will receive 
additional consideration on the application.  

• DIRECT PATIENT CARE EXPERIENCE - Applicants that have direct patient care experience 
beyond 12 months will receive additional consideration on the application. Direct patient care 
for the purposes of admission would include any direct face-to-face, hands-on care 
administered to an individual in a healthcare setting. Applicants must submit a signed letter 
on letterhead by an employer stating job title, how long they held the position and the duties 
performed while employed. Experience does not need to be current. 

• Graduated from an AHEC program 

Any document or information you wish to have considered on your application must be uploaded 
while completing your application. Additional documentation cannot be considered once you 
have submitted your application.
