MALE SPORTS
Baseball
There was a total of 16 first-time students participating in the baseball program. Out of the total roster, 1 was African American, 30 were White, 2 were Pacific Islander/Asian, and 2 were Latin0. 11 out of the 16 first-time students were on scholarships related to their participation in the baseball program. Of the 11-receiving aid, 6 White, 1 African American, and 1 Asian graduated. 

Basketball
There was a total of 4 first- time students participating in the men’s basketball program. Out of the total roster, 7 were African American, 8 were White, and 1 was Latino. 4 out of the 4 first-time students were on scholarships related to their participation in the basketball program. Of the four-receiving aid, 2 White students transferred. 

Soccer
There was a total of 27 first-time students participating in Men’s Soccer. Out of the total roster, 6 were African American, 16 were White, 2 were Pacific Islander/Asian, and 16 were Latino. 19 out of the 27 first-time students were on scholarships related to their participation in the soccer program. Of the 19-receiving aid, 1 Black and 1 Hispanic graduated, 2 White, 2 Black, and 2 Hispanic left, and 1 Black and 1 Hispanic transferred. 

FEMALE Basketball
There was a total of 11 first-time students participating in the women’s basketball program. Out of the total roster, 8 were African American, 2 were White, and 2 were Pacific Islanders. 11 out of the 11 first-time students were on scholarships related to their participation in the basketball program. Of the 11-receiving aid, 1 Pacific Islander, 2 White, and 4 African American graduated. 1 African American transferred. 
Softball
There was a total of 5 first-time students participating in the softball program. Out of the total roster, 1 was African American, 17 were White, and 2 were Latina. 5 out of the 5 first-time students were on scholarships related to their participation in the softball program. Of the 5-receiving aid, 1 African American graduated, 1 White and 1 Hattian left, and 2 Pacific Islanders transferred. 

Soccer
There was a total of 28 first-time students participating in the Women’s Soccer program. Out of the total roster, 31 were White, 2 were Pacific Islander/Asian, and 2 were Latina. 22 out of the 28 first-time students were on scholarships related to their participation in the soccer program. Of the 22-receiving aid, 7 White and 1 Latina graduated, 3 White students left, and 7 White and 1 Latina transferred. 

All Other Sports
There was a total of 11 first-time students participating in Volleyball. Out of the total roster, 1 was African American, 11 were white, and 3 were Pacific Islander/Asian. 5 out of the 11 first-time students were on scholarships related to their participation in the volleyball program. Of the 11-receiving aid, 5 white and 2 Pacific Islanders graduated, and 2 Pacific Islander and 1 White left.  

There was a total of 24 first-time students participating in Cross Country. Out of the total roster, 1 was African American, 20 were White, 1 was Pacific Islander/Asian, and 8 were Latina. 20 out of the 24 first-time students were on scholarship related to their participation in the Cross-Country program. Of the 20-receiving aid, 4 White and 2 African Americans left and 1 Latina transferred. 
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
